	1) Applicants take load(s) to Legacy Farmers Coop at 6566 Co. Rd. 236 in Findlay to be weighed in on the truck scales. Ball representatives will be on-site.

2) Upon arrival, present student ID or Driver’s License.

3) The driver only, vehicle, and cans will be weighed on Legacy truck scales.  Applicant will be given a weight ticket.

4) Once weighed in, take load and weight ticket to Ball at 12340 County Road 99 to be unloaded at the warehouse. (10 minutes down the road)
5) Cans will be removed from the vehicle and emptied into recycling collection bins.
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Once vehicle is empty, applicant returns to Legacy with weight ticket to be weighed out empty with the vehicle and driver only.   
7) Weight will be verified by Ball Representatives.

8) Applicant will be presented with total weight collected.

9) Schools will be presented with the results and notify the winners.
